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Ryan Giggs, 36 years old, born in Wales, has contributed to 
British football over the years, and has been awarded a BBC 
Sports Person of the Year Award, as well as an OBE by the 
Queen of England! 
 
Ryan Giggs was awarded the BBC Sports Award in 
recognition of an 11th premier league title with Manchester 
United.  He has made more appearances for the club than 
any other player, and holds the Premier League record for 
number of outfield appearances.  

Ryan Giggs has many footballing records and he is 
the first player in history to win two consecutive PFA 
Young Player of the Year awards (1992 and 1993) 
and is the only player to have played and scored in 
every single season of the Premier League.  

Ryan Giggs has also been named in the Football 
League 100 Legends, he was appointed an OBE in the Queen's 2007 Birthday Honours 
List, and was inducted into the English Football Hall of Fame in 2005, for his services 
to English Football, and then named as BBC Sports Personality of the Year in 2009.
